FRENCH BREAKFAST TEA 
This perfect marriage of great and elegant black teas produces a rounded taste of malt and 
chocolate. Its highly developed flavour is both powerful and refined. A felicitous blend in the 
best tradition of the French art of tea. With or without milk, perfect with a continental 
breakfast. 
 
EARL GREY FRENCH BLUE 
Tea marries well with nature’s subtle fragrances: both the tea and the scent are enhanced. The 
finest example of such an alliance is bergamot flavoured tea, known as Earl Grey. This 
composition velvety black tea, elegant and sophisticated, is cloaked in the fragrance of fine, 
rare bergamot and royal blue cornflowers. A sophisticated fragrance makes for an enchanting 
tea. 
 
BOUDDHA BLEU

FUJI-YAMA

grown near Mount Fuji. Its fine leaves, grand aroma, and subtle taste indicate its outstanding 
quality.

DARJEELING MASTER, TGFOP
